Our children loved their house as it representedtliem the start of a new happier life.
Therefore, they were not particularly thrilled whetold them that we were going to move to a
new, larger house. The fact is that our housebgasming too small.

The children are growinup and they have more cloth
personal belongings and school books. They need space
to study and more space to play (our courtyard seasmall
that only a small group of children playing the sagame
could stand there at one time). In addition, a é6éwhem are
now adolescent and need a bit of privacy. In paldr we
had only two bathrooms for 25 people and even \liih
outside toilets this was really not enough. We aiseded a
larger dining room so that everybody can have theal at
once instead of having three sittings. Finally, @&olhis wife
and four years old son were living in a very croditbedroom
where there was so much furniture that there wasnot of
space to move around in. The three female staffilbees did
not have much space either in their fairly smaltiroem.
They are part of LBU family and largely responsibie the
haoniness Of our childrer Our crowded old kitchen/dining roc

It is therefore important that they feel valued dnale a comfortable life at LBU to keep on
enjoying what there are doing. Rolak, Kamala, $ugad Kumari work with all their heart and
love the children very much. This is why peoplendt feel they are in an orphanage when they
visit us, but in a large extended family.

Since last year we ha
raised funds in order to buy
a house as we were
expecting a new law to be
passed which would have
enabled CAN to own
indirectly a house in spite of
the fact that only Nepalese
people/entities can own a
property. With Rolak, we
visited many houses. Last
November we actually
found a house, which would
have been ideal but the cost
was £100,000.

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The owners are a couple with two children. Oneheirtchildren is now living abroad. The
house is only 5 years old and in good conditione NMdd however to start some work to adapt it
to our needs. For example the garage was transtbinio a study room and the vegetable
garden was transformed into a courtyard where hiidren can play basket ball. We also had to
enlarge the “servant quarters” to make a storagdaamdry room with a strong roof supporting

clothe lines, create a Cycle Shelter and a PrageniRon the roof.

The other difficult part of the move was the repamnd transportation of our solar panels and
tanks, but eventually everything came into ord&ve have now 9 solar panels and a much
larger capacity to store water. In addition, we aow able to buy additional water if need be
whereas in our old house the trucks could not la@eess to the house and sometime in summer
there was no tab water for 10 to 15 days. As thimgver happened as you predicted, none of
this work was achieved when we moved in at the @nilay. The painting inside was not
finished and the carpet was fitted a few hours teetbe first trucks arrived with our furniture.

In addition we had a bit of the surprise when thalle decks beds arrived cut in the middle so
